Ministries. Departments, Enterprises and Private Agencies. It also includes data from Census
and Surveys conducted by Government Ministries and the Central Statistical Organization. [t
expresses demographic data from the 2014 Myanmar Population and Housing Census, the
2019 Inter-Censal Survey. education indicators from the Myanmar Living Conditions Survey
2017. and socio-economic data from Myanmar Micro. Small and Medium Enterprise Surveys
2017 & 2019.

In this 2023 version. data related to Statistical Business Register data are included
under Industry. Construction and MSME Survey Chapter. The publication states time series
data which can be used for observing trends over the years. Moreover, description of
methodology and statistical sources, glossary, and analytical index are provided to improve
information discovery and greater support to user needs.
